	Before you begin: Start by choosing the right feedback tool.
The Course Experience Survey is one of many ways to gather student feedback. Depending on your objective, another method, such as a mid-semester check-in, course-specific survey, or focus group, may provide more timely or appropriate information.



Step 1: What are you hoping to learn?
Before drafting a prompt, clearly define the information you hope to gather from students.
	









Step 2: What decision will this information help you make?
If you received this information immediately, what decision or action would it help inform?
Strong prompts produce information that supports meaningful reflection and improvement. If the results would not influence a decision or future action, consider whether the prompt is necessary.

Can a student answer this with one clear response, or are they being asked to evaluate multiple things at once?

	The wording is clear and neutral.
Could the wording influence how a student responds, or does it invite honest feedback without bias?

	Students can reasonably answer based on their experience.
Is the prompt asking students about something they directly experienced in the course?

	The results would provide meaningful, actionable information.
Can you clearly identify how your department would use the information gathered from this prompt?

	The prompt does not duplicate LSU's standard core prompt set.
Does this prompt provide new information, or is it asking about something already captured by the LSU core?
